Summary of 1 Samuel 13:22-14:6 ~ The Israelites were at war with the philistines.  The Philistines were warrior giants who inhabited the land that God had promised Israel.  Jonathan’s father, as king, was the leader of the army.  As warrior king, Saul had the responsibility to lead the charge.  He had been commanded by the Lord God to engage in battle and was promised a sure victory.   But on the day of the battle not a soldier with Saul and Jonathan had a sword or spear in his hand; only Saul and his son Jonathan had them.  So when Saul should have been fighting he was sitting under a pomegranate tree.  He heard God’s call and hesitated.  So in the middle of the night Jonathan awakened his armor bearer and said to him, “Come, let's go over to the outpost of those uncircumcised fellows. Perhaps the LORD will act in our behalf.”
Discuss the significance of perhaps

*All the most fulfilling things in life require some level of risk.  To experience the thrill of victory you must risk defeat.  To experience the thrill of saving someone’s life you usually have to risk your own.  To experience the joy of being loved by another person you must become vulnerable and risk rejection by that very same person.

Is the Christian life supposed to be a life of safety and comfort or one of risk and adventure?  Defend your answer.

Which kind of life do you think most people live?  Why do you think they live that way? 

1 Samuel 14:6-11 ~ Nothing can hinder the LORD from saving, whether by many or by few."  "Do all that you have in mind," his armor-bearer said. "Go ahead; I am with you heart and soul." Jonathan said, "Come, then; we will cross over toward the men and let them see us.   If they say to us, 'Wait there until we come to you,' we will stay where we are and not go up to them.   But if they say, 'Come up to us,' we will climb up, because that will be our sign that the LORD has given them into our hands." 

Why on earth would Jonathan let them see him?  What was he thinking?

*Let’s face it, there is risk involved in following Jesus in the first place.  There is risk in believing in an invisible God.  There is risk in following a God that you cannot touch, or see, or smell.  There is immense risk in following someone who tells you that a life of service to others is where you will find happiness, where you will find purpose and meaning and fulfillment. Every follower of Jesus has already shown that they have enough faith to take a risk!

*What kinds of risks are we called to take after we decide to follow him?

So why do many followers of Jesus (who have already taken a huge risk) fail to continue to take those risks with him?

1 Samuel 14:13-16 ~ Jonathan climbed up, using his hands and feet, with his armor-bearer right behind him. The Philistines fell before Jonathan, and his armor-bearer followed and killed behind him.  In that first attack Jonathan and his armor-bearer killed some twenty men in an area of about half an acre. Then panic struck the whole army—those in the camp and field, and those in the outposts and raiding parties—and the ground shook. It was a panic sent by God.  Saul's lookouts at Gibeah in Benjamin saw the army melting away in all directions.  

Did God show up before or after Jonathan took the risk?

How often do you feel like God shows up like that in your life? Why do you think that is?

Is there a correlation in your life between God’s activity and the amount of risk you take?

1 Samuel 14:20-23 Then Saul (the scared king)and all his men assembled and went to the battle. They found the Philistines in total confusion, striking each other with their swords.  Those Hebrews who had previously been with the Philistines and had gone up with them to their camp went over to the Israelites who were with Saul and Jonathan.  When all the Israelites who had hidden in the hill country of Ephraim heard that the Philistines were on the run, they joined the battle in hot pursuit.  So the LORD rescued Israel that day, and the battle moved on beyond Beth Aven. 

How did Jonathan’s faith affect those around him?  How did it affect Saul?

1 Corinthians 15:32-33a ~Do not be misled: "Bad company corrupts good character." Come back to your senses as you ought, and stop sinning

2 Corinthians 6:14-17a ~Do not be yoked together with unbelievers. For what do righteousness and wickedness have in common? Or what fellowship can light have with darkness? What harmony is there between Christ and Belial? What does a believer have in common with an unbeliever? What agreement is there between the temple of God and idols? For we are the temple of the living God. As God has said: "I will live with them and walk among them, and I will be their God, and they will be my people."   "Therefore come out from them and be separate, says the Lord.

**Jesus was able to go to parties and be a friend of sinners because he decided in advance that his life was going to be shaped by God and not by world around Him.  That decision allowed him to be in “bad company” without it corrupting his character; it allowed him to enter the “party scene” without fear of stumbling and be a light to the world.

Conclusion:  There is a tension because both sides are very important.  It is important to have a core of Christian brothers/sisters around us who can help keep us on track, who can push, encourage, challenge us, call us out and pray for us.  We were not designed to have to do this alone and integrity matters!  At the same time Jesus models for us the importance of interaction with the world around us.  If we live with Christians, go to Christian schools, go to Christian events, play on Christian sports teams, etc.  we may not struggle with certain sins, but we have still severely missed the life Christ has called us to!!!

Journey of Thrill - Into the River…

History: 40 years prior to these events, Israel had failed to trust God and follow Him into the “Promised Land”. They were afraid to go because the people living there were ‘of great size and strength’. (Num 13:25-14:2) 

Because they didn’t trust and follow, God made them wander around the desert for 40 years until that generation died. Now, a new generation has come and God wants to lead them into the same land, but before they can make it, there is a river to cross. Will they make it this time or not?

Can you think of anything God has asked you to do, but you refused? What kept you from doing it? 

Can you remember a time you did exactly what He asked you? What was the result?

James 2:18b Show me your faith without deeds, and I will show you my faith by what I do.  19 You believe that there is one God. Good! Even the demons believe that — and shudder.
